Princess said the turnaround
of Diamond Princess would be
delayed for about 24 hours while
officials review the health status
of all guests and crew.

“On the previous voyage, a
guest from Hong Kong embarked
in Yokohama on 20 Jan, sailed
one segment of the itinerary, and
then disembarked in Hong Kong
on 25 Jan.

Princess said that while aboard
