Guests will explore the famous 
alleyways of Mykonos and the 
Palaces of Odessa, with prices 
starting from $10,994 per person, 
departing 05 Aug 2023.

For a more in-depth exploration, 
the new 22-day Discover the 
Greek Islands, Turkey & the Black 
Sea itinerary extends the 15-day 
voyage with subsequent calls 
in Patmos, Kusadasi, Bodrum, 
Rhodes and Amorgos.

the cruise line witnessed strong 
demand for Azzurra’s inaugural 
2022 season, with the ship’s 
sophomore year expected to be 
just as popular with Australians, 
thanks to a visit to Gallipoli.
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MUCH to the chagrin of ships 
transitting their bootleg Chanel 
and Louis Vuitton around 
the globe, Ever Given has 
sensationally become stuck in 
the Suez Canal once again.

Ever Given spent six days 
grounded in the artificial 
waterway last week on its way 
to Rotterdam, but just as it was 
transiting through the English 
Channel on the way to its final 
port in the North Sea, one of the 
crew members realised he had 
left his pack of gum back in the 
Suez, and the ship turned back 
to retrieve it.

Upon re-entering the Canal, 
and Ever Given’s bridge agreeing 
it would be quite unlikely the 
ship would become stuck again, 
she was blown off course by 
strong winds, running aground 
on the opposite bank of the Suez 
to last week’s grounding.

However, Egyptian authorities 
stated “there may have been 
technical or human errors” also - 
who would’ve thought!

Geographer, sister to 2019’s 
Coral Adventurer (CW 26 Apr 
2019) was welcomed to the fleet 
on Tue in an intimate dockside 
ceremony in the Far North 
Queensland city.

She features expansive open 
deck spaces, lounges and bars; 
and majority balcony staterooms 
& suites, featuring a collection of 
Indigenous Australian art.

Having arrived in mid-Mar, 
Geographer has undergone an 
extensive fit-out in preparation 
for her maiden voyage. 

Purchasing Manager Gary Wun-
Hym, the line’s longest-serving 
staff member, had just completed 
two decades of service, and 
so was given the honour of 
christening the Geographer with 
a bottle of champagne.

The arrival also brings good 
news to the Cairns tourism 
industry, with the employment of 
over 90 new ship and shoreside 
team members, and the injection 
of millions of dollars into the 

region’s economy through supply 
chain and visitation.

The maiden voyage departed 
yesterday, taking a small group to 
explore the eastern states.
